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The Riverwalk along the Truckee River is shown in purple. This multiple-use hard surface path, which follows the river for
several miles, has its strong and weak points. There’s a bicycle rental shop in the Truckee River Lodge and next to the Sands
Regency.

The second floor indoor “mall” around Circus Circus, the Silver Legacy, and the Eldorado is one of downtown Reno’s largest
indoor attractions. It’s as close as Reno comes to the extravagence and excess of Las Vegas.
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
